Driver CPC was introduced across the EU in 2008 for professional bus drivers and 
2009 for professional truck drivers to set and maintain high standards of road safety, 
health and safety and driving among professional drivers of buses and trucks. 

Three key aims of Driver CPC: 

• To ensure all professional drivers have good driving and safety standards and 

that those standards are maintained throughout their career 

• To create a common standard for the training and testing of drivers throughout 

the EU 

• To reduce fatalities and serious injuries on Irish roads.  

 

By law all professional drivers must complete one day of CPC 
training every year.  Don’t miss the annual training deadline of           

10th September 2011.

Mobile speed cameras are now operational nationwide.  

The joint project headed by the Gardai & GoSafe is the latest road safety initiate to be 

implemented in Ireland. In 2010, 80 people died on our roads because of excessive  

speeding behaviour and up to 1,000 people are now learning to live with a serious injury.

Commercial vehicle operators need to pay particular attention to driving within the speed limits as exceeding them 

will result in fines and or penalty points. 

The locations of the new speed cameras will be posted on the Garda website www.garda.ie. The locations will be 
identified as having a history of speed related death and injury.

• SINGLE & DOUBLE DECK BUSES ON A MOTORWAY OR DUAL-CARRIAGEWAY NOW HAVE A MAX 

SPEED OF 100KM/H 

• SPEED LIMIT ON A NORMAL ROAD (NOT A MOTORWAY OR DUAL CARRIAGEWAY) MAX SPEED IS 
NOW 80KM/H 

• VEHICLES CARRYING STANDING PASSENGERS MAX SPEED ON ANY ROAD IS 65KM/H
